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FAST TRACK STUDY 
Phoenix Academy offers a four-semester year of which any 

two consecutive semesters must be completed to achieve 

the Diploma. Semesters commence in January, April, July 

and October of each year and like university semesters they 

are each of 12 weeks duration. With four entry dates per year 

students have the option to enter the Diploma course when 

it is convenient.

FLEXIBLE COURSE DELIVERY
Diploma units are delivered twice a year - during the first 

half (Semester 1 & 2) and the second half (Semester 3 & 4) to 

allow for university entrance twice yearly.

Business is a qualification within the Australian Qualifications
